3.Installation Procedures:

1) First step



Put the SIS on the right side of the printer. la theantime place all the tubes at correct position.
Pull out the small rubber plug from the air holeasve picture shown.
Place air filters into air holes, the thicker sigegown into tank.

Take our the original cartridge, find the chip lboa.
Unclench the chip carefully, then use knifepoinstoape the two small pillar which is to hold chip.
The original chip is already removed from the araicartridge.

Dip some glue on the chip location of SIS cartridge
Stick the original chip on it.
Please install the chips accordant with the colmastridges.

3) Install cartridges (se also optional lastly...)

Stick the Support arm on the proper position ayvalpicture shown.
Install the SIS cartridges into printer accordiadtte color label.
Check every cartridge well installed.



4) Install the tubing.

(there is possibility of ink spattering. Be caré&fiefill ink according to the color in short sugpiThen put the
rubber back.

(Please keep the printer and the reservoir atatreedorizontal line during the process of refilling.)

7 .Attention for maintenance:

Take out the SIS including the inner cartridges aitér components. Then remove support arm fromnteati
and place the original cartridges in. Please irglaical dealer before sending to maintenance.

8.Notice:

1. Please don't take out cartridge at random afsalling the CIS system. Keep the reservoir bsttin the
same level with the printer.

2. Try to keep at least 1/2 inch of ink in the kestt as you don’t want to run out of ink and dramirgo the
cartridge.

3. Don't place the Reservoir Bottles higher or lowaich than the printer.

4. To be used in a dry place between 15 and 3%dedwoid exposure to direct sunlight.

5. Don't put the continuous ink supply systems reed or leaning during the shipment. Please maieal
the ink filling holes and Ventilation holes are s#al tightly during the transportation. Otherwise, ink shall
leak out.

6. Don't sway the cartridge frequently. It may cairsk leakage.

7. Don't pull out the connector of cartridge andviléear off adhesive tape at the bottom of cageid

9.Warning:
1. Not drinkable; keep it out reach of children.
